Volunteering and Work Experience

There are |lots of organisations that regularly look for volunteers across Victoria. We have put together a list of
volunteer organisations you could approach. It's not a complete list — it’s just to get you thinking about where

you could volunteer and the kind of work you’d like to do.

Some of these organisations have a strict process for assessing volunteers. You might need things like a
police check or a working with children check. Some of these positions are also for specific roles that have
certain requirements. You might need to go to an interview. You might need to do a training course or a trial
before you can volunteer.

You can volunteer on an Australian-based campaign
coordinating events, campaigning in the community,
general office administration and reception.

You can volunteer staffing stalls at community festi-
vals, office administration, account keeping and
merchandising and researching for submissions and
grant applications.

Volunteers work in customer service, research, editing,
events and photography, among many other things.
